Sources, Definitions, Caveats and Notes - source citation, meaning of word term or phase and  

 additional explanatory information 

 

Methodology 

The Health Advisory Committee is composed of 19 agencies and several community advocates knowledgeable 

in the area of concern.  The narrative in each section is a result of the past efforts of COMPASS (United Way).   

 
An indicator is a set of data which reflects the current status of a segment of the community and can be used  

as a predictor of future conditions.  The Data Sub-Committee made the initial selection of the indicators.    

Each of the indicators has been selected for accuracy, availability, consistency, timeliness, history and annual       

reporting.  The indicators illustrate trends at the county level.  Indicators have been added and subtracted 

through committee discussion.  

 

How To Use This Report 
This report consists of narratives and selected indicators that are intended as a starting point in the exploration 

of the issues.  Although indicators cannot be used to establish causal relationships between specific              

interventions and outcomes, they can be used to monitor progress toward outcomes over time.  The indicators 

presented in this report can play a critical role in documenting whether changes are occurring in the desired 

direction. 
 

The brevity of the narratives is intentional.  The content of the narratives is condensed and open to multiple 

interpretations.  The narratives are intended to provide a context within which to interpret the data and to start 

discussions.

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Stark County Demographics 
 

Population 
The overall population in Stark County has remained stable with little fluctuation since 2000.  The population 

of Stark County is projected to continue to grow minimally, at well under one percent a year, for the           

foreseeable future.  Population growth or decline is positively correlated with the economic health of an area. 

 

Racial 
Stark County is racially and ethnically homogenous.  Minority populations represent less than 10 percent of 

the total population.  While minority groups have increased in number, they still represent a very small, but 

increasing, portion of the population. 

 
Stark County is also racially and ethnically segregated.  Minorities live in pockets within the county.  The   

urban areas of Stark County (Canton, Massillon and Alliance) have a much higher percentage of minorities 

than the suburban areas of the county.   

 

Age  
The population in Stark County, like that of the state and the nation, is aging.  The median age in Stark County 

is 40.7 years old which is 2.2 years older than the state median age and 3.9 years older than the national        

median age.  This trend has been accelerating with several trends contributing to the aging of Stark County: a 

decreasing birth rate, a decline in the population ages 0 to 44 and an increase in the population ages 45 and 

older.  Dependent age groups, 0 to 19 and 65 years and older, represented 41.5 percent of the population in 

2009.  

 

Educational Attainment  
There is a developing consensus that education and training beyond a high school diploma is seen as critical to 

the economic growth within Stark County.  Despite the fact that there are many institutions of higher learning 

in Stark County, educational attainment after high school is lower in Stark County than in the state or the  

nation. 

 
A college degree is not the only postsecondary educational option available in Stark County.  Approximately 

20 percent of Stark County adults 25 years and older have some college experience but no degree. These post 

educational opportunities can include skilled training, certifications and stackable certificates resulting in a   

degree.  

 
On average, there is a direct correlation between educational attainment, earnings and employment.  Higher 

educational attainment is directly related to higher individual earnings and to lower rates of unemployment.  

Educational attainment is higher among younger population groups than in the older  population.  
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Stark County Demographics 
 

Relationships 
In Stark County, as well as nationally, relationships within families/households are changing.  Multigenera-

tional households are more prevalent.  More young adults are staying at  the family home longer or having left, 

are returning to live with the family.  The trends described above could be a result of a change in social  

attitudes, economics or other variables.   

 

Employment 
Unemployment is at near historic highs, increasing to approximately 11 percent of the workforce during the 

summer of 2009.  Population estimates from the Census Bureau show that Stark County is losing population 

between 25 and 44 years of age.  To counteract this trend there is an active attempt at bringing talent to Stark 

County through company and personnel recruitment.  Economic development organizations are also active in 

regional recruitment.  

 

Income 
Stark County is a low-income and low cost-of-living county.  While Stark Countyôs economic base has been 

deteriorating and discretionary income has been decreasing, most Stark County families have incomes that are 

sufficient for basic needs.  Standard measures of income (per capita, median family and median household) are 

below that of the state and nation.  Additionally, there are income disparities.  On average, males earn more 

than females and whites earn more than people of color.  The total percent of the population living below  

poverty continues to increase, while female headed households are more likely to live in poverty.
